Circular Walks

Walk ‘A’ (4 mites approx.)

Using The Golden Key, or The Cromwn, as a starimg point
walk casteard along Piory Road and turm left fnto Gildings
Lane. Follow the laye uneil just before it veaches the B1063,
then turn vight and keep to the pach ar the edge of the field
tilf Priory Road is reached. Turn lef along the road and
cross the A1094. Wich Frision Lodge on the lefl, follow the
grack to where it meets Sfoe Lane, Tern left here and contine
i a wesierly divecrion, cross the A1094 again and follow the
path through Croft Farm to Wadd Lane and thewee ro
Gromford, Continue along a "No Thraugh Road" 1o Cundle
Green, through some waste ground untif the edee of a field
i5 reached. Then turn feft and a¢ the end of this ficld turn
right into Gromford Lane which leads back o Snape Street.

Walk ‘B’ 2% miles approx.)

Leaving Smape Swreer, proceed north-wesrmward  along
Gromford Lane; turn feft ar the path which feads throngh
Abbey Farm; turn right where this path mecis Bridge Road
(B1063). Walk along the road te Snape Bridge, then turn
fefe on to the river wall. Continue eastward along the worth
side of the river until the river wall meets higher ground,
then turn left. Turn kft again along a track (The Canser)
fo the end. Then turn right, which leads to Priory Road:
turn left afong Priory Road and arrive back at the cross roads
at Snape Street.

Snape Church., A church in Snape it recorded in the
Domesday Book of 1086, but the present chance! and nave
are no earfter then 13th, cenv., white the tower and parch
dare from the 15th. cent, The fine ocragonal forrr can be dared
1o ¢.15300. An ariginal I3th, cenr. comsecralion crois has
recently been uncovered near the main door.

Saxon Ship Burial. The burial site ffes abour ¥ mile east
of the church on each side of the A1084. The firsr recorded
excavarion of the sire rook place in 1862 when the cuthine
of a burial thip, some 1%¥%m (4813f1) in length, was
discovered. Further archacological work has been 1aking place
in the lare summmer cach year since 1985 and muck imporcant
information is being obtained.

The O1d Mill, which lies about 100 yards south of the
Vitlage Hall, was the home of Benjamin Britten from 1937
tntil 1947 when he moved 1o Aldeburgh,

Snape School. The village primary school ix in Church
Road, abour 200 yards norh of the Viflage Hall; ir was built
in 1305 and endowed by Newson Garvent, who founded the
original Snape Malrings.

Abbey Farm, sitiared about % mile north-twest of Snape
Bridge, posserser a fine 13ch cont. barn, This barn tas
probably Built by the monks of the small Benediciine Priory,
wohrich was sitwared Bereeen Abbey Farm and the river. There
are o we visible remaing of the old abbey. Priory Road
has ne historieal connections.
